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What aspects of this course contributed the most to your understanding and learning of the course material?

The teacher worked hard to help us understand the concepts behind economics.  We didn't have enough time to bridge those concepts into real world usage.  Our semester was very split up!

Excellent written examples and focus on the material deemed most important.

Class lectures and assigned homework.

The instructor's willingness to answer any question a student had.  Ananish would not continue with material until he was sure everyone understood.

Competition, pricing.

Real life examples - the workbook was a great tool.

I liked relating the course material to real life examples like Microsoft, AT&T, Exxon, etc.  Ananish is a very good teacher.

Dr. Chaudhuri presents material clearly and in an organized manner.  His examples are clear and fairly easy to follow.

What aspects of this course contributed the least to your understanding of the course material? (Due to certain problems I did not start teaching the class till October 1, 1998, a full 6 weeks after classes had started)

The first 6 weeks were terrible.  Technical lecture with no class participation.

The final couple of weeks seemed very rushed.  We were not able to back up when necessary.

Switching professors midstream, textbook.

Dr. Don Schaefer - nice man, but extremely difficult to comprehend subject matter.  Made comprehension even more difficult through a WHETS class.

Game theory.

This was a difficult subject made more difficult by the change in professors half way through.  Ananish did a much better job explaining the theories than I was able to learn from Don.

The first 6 weeks without Ananish were very dry and long.  If it were not for Dr. Chaudhuri I would have dropped the course.

The website had notes and examples, but no solutions.  The text was not adhered to for course content or the type of problems we were expected to know (2nd half of the course).  The final is this week yet I have no idea if I can solve the problems that will be presented on it.  Homework should be reviewed asap.

What specific changes should be made to improve this course?  Possible topics: organization, course content, interest value, lectures, class discussions, readings, assignments and exams.

Bridging economics concepts into the real world business applications would have helped tremendously!

Game theory seemed interesting, maybe a little class participation exercise.

Ananish should perform some of his research tests that he described in class.

Even the 2nd portion of the class seemed fragmented.  I would like to see more structure, and more specificity on expectations.

More homework exercises to practice the applications.

Maybe one or two case studies to help drive home the material.

Currently assigned homework problems with solutions available on the website or by the next class.  I never was sure that I was comprehending well enough to pass a test or solve specific problems.  Avoid excessive political and/or anecdotal discussions.  There isn't time!
